Longmont Community of Christ 

Scholarship Grant Policy

     WHEREAS, the Longmont Community of Christ congregation values its youth and their endeavors to continue their education beyond High School in pursuit of a career, be it

    RESOLVED, the Longmont Community of Christ congregation will establish a Scholarship Grant Committee (“committee”) for the purpose of making financial aid grants (“grants”) available to its participants, in pursuit of higher education.

          THEREFORE, the following provisions have been adopted for the purposes of administering such Scholarship Grants:

1. The Scholarship Grant
1.1  Source
A scholarship grant line item will be established in the annual congregational operating budget.

1.2  Approval
The committee will review each application and shall approve or deny such application.

1.3  Limit
Each year, budgeted funds will be granted to approved applicants, not to exceed $1,000 annually per applicant.  Each applicant has a lifetime maximum of $5,000 for higher education.  At its discretion, the committee may award less than the maximum annual amount. The total annual grants will be limited by the congregational budget line item.

1.4  Payment
Payment of such grants shall be made directly to the institution of higher education or its affiliates for use towards such expenses as tuition, books, room & board or other related fees.

2. Scholarship Grant Committee
2.1  Composition
The committee shall be comprised of the pastor or designated member of pastoral team, the congregational financial officer, an appointment by the Pastor and two individuals elected at large at a congregational business meeting, with the provision that not more than one member of an immediate family serves on the committee.

2.2  Term
Each term of elected office shall be for two years, staggered in one-year intervals to ensure some continuity of membership.

2.3  Meeting
The committee shall “meet” as often as necessary to consider applications which have been received.  The committee shall determine grant awards no later than July 1st of each year for applications submitted by May 15.  Applications received after the deadline will be considered on a case by case basis.

2.4  Vote
The committee shall act by a majority vote of its members.  No application for a grant may be considered by fewer than three committee members.

3.  Application Procedure

3.1  Acceptance  
The applicant shall be accepted by an institution of higher education.

3.2  Participation
The applicant is expected to be active in the Longmont Congregation. He/she will be considered active in the Longmont congregation if he/she attends or participates in one activity per month (on average) in the Longmont congregation during the year prior to application.


Involvement in other Community of Christ congregations, jurisdictions, or organizations will also be considered in meeting this expectation, especially if the applicant is not living in the vicinity of Longmont.  Likewise, Christian leadership training, theological studies, and service projects will be seen as contributing toward this expectation.  These criteria are intended to convey a general expectation of church activity, rather than be considered as rules to be rigidly applied.  Extenuating circumstances will also be considered.

3.3  The Institution
The institution of higher education shall be duly licensed and certified by such licensing and accreditation agencies appertaining to such institution.  In addition, such institution of higher education shall grant degrees or certifications which are universally acknowledged and accepted in the field for which such degrees or certification shall relate.

3.4  Application
The applicant shall complete a written application on a form that the committee shall provide for such purpose.  Written applications for grants shall be submitted no later than May 15th of each year. An applicant needing an extension on the deadline shall contact the Scholarship Committee.

3.5  Ineligibility
Individuals who have previously earned a Bachelor’s degree or who have previously received the maximum of $5,000 from the fund are not eligible for a grant.   Any individual who otherwise is fully funded via scholarships and grants will be ineligible for a congregational grant.
